Grant Projects in Stanardsville

2006 - 2021
*STAR*, working with the Town of Stanardsville, applied for and received $3,170,409 in grants since 2006 to support revitalization projects in Stanardsville, and raised $560,780 in the required local matching funds. [See attached list]   

The grants fall into three categories: Streetscape Enhancement, Downtown Revitalization, and Community Development.  CACF and Walmart grants, 1% of the total, went to support *STAR* administrative costs in managing streetscape and downtown revitalization projects.

Streetscape Enhancement
Six VDOT grants totaling nearly $2 million, together with $492,780 in local match, funded streetscape improvements that have dramatically improved pedestrian safety and the appearance of this historic county seat.  Phase I, completed in 2013, replaced broken sidewalks, built safety crosswalks, installed 24 colonial-style streetlights, constructed stone retaining walls, planted trees and miniature gardens along Main Street, and created landscaped bump-outs.

Phase II, completed in 2022, extended the new sidewalks on the north side of Main Street, providing safe walking access to the shopping center on the west and the pharmacy on the east.  The project also installed 21 new streetlights and built a pedestrian bridge across Mitchell Creek.

Downtown Revitalization
Three grants awarded by the Department of Housing and Community Development, totaling just over $1 million, have rejuvenated Main Street through the restoration of historic buildings, the painting of apartment houses and storefronts, demolition and removal of a blighted building, and construction of the pavilion and stage (Greene Commons).  Grant funds also restored the historic William Mills House and renovated low-income apartments on Ford Ave.

Community Development
Consistent with its mission to help build community vitality, *STAR* has been a conduit for supporting and creating local organizations:

Art Guild of Greene – Secured $3,000 grant awarded to Town by Virginia Commission for the Arts, which Town matched and donated to new Art Guild created for that purpose.

Blue Ridge Heritage Project – Helped establish this nonprofit group to memorialize families displaced from the mountains for creation of Shenandoah National Park.  Secured two grants to help build Greene County Memorial.


Greene Commons – Created nonprofit to manage pavilion & stage and secured grant to develop operations plan for the successful launch of farmers market and entertainment venue.
Local Match Contributions


More than $560,000 in match donations has been raised by *STAR* from the County, the EDA, Tourism Council, the Town, grants from corporate and philanthropic foundations, and the generous contributions of more than 100 individuals, businesses, and community groups.
